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One of Ban huay chan School’s main problems was drinking water 
because the water available in school was not suitable for drinking. 
So the school had to buy drinking water for their children.  Prapong 
reservoir is the water source of the village and the school.     

 
There were 6 water tanks for collection of rain water in the 

school but most of them were broken and could not collect rain 
water. “We planned to built an enclosure for a new water tank and 
drinking point, and then install a water filter but we didn’t have the 
resources for it”  teacher Thatree Palee said
